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Bait Al Sharbatli:

Bait Al Sharbatil is also one
of the landmarks of Jeddah
which was rehabilitated in
the recent year that followed
1400 A.H. (1980) but it
was destroyed again, which
showed a good example of
local construction work.

Khuzam's palace:
Besides Khusam's Palace
which was constructed in
1351 A.H. corresponding
to 1932, for King Abdula
Aziz and also a house for
King Saud -~ May God
Show Mercy Upon Him-
.The white building was
made in the second half
of the 14™ century with its
wide rooms, high roofs &
beautiful gardens. In this
palace, one of the fuel
exploration agreements of
KSA was also signed.
Since 1402 A.H., the palace
was used as a local cultural
centreinJeddah. Aftermany
years the Archaeology and
Museum agency transferred

the great divan into Human
& Archaeology Museum.
The site includes Khuzan
International ~ swimming
pool, park, restaurant,
garden, Mosque for Kind
Saud, nursery, Islamic
Bank, place of Prayer for
Eid and Iffat College.

Al Fouha district:

Al Fouha district is also
one of the landmarks of
Jeddah located mm Kant
which 1s famous of active
volcano. The surrounding
sands play an important
role as a bed for volcano
ashes. In the eastern west,
there is a hill of wvertical
head on the cratens edge.
Previously it was a volcano
which divided into two half
when crater was formed.
You can see trench full
of lavas in the face of the
cliff. In the southern front
of the crater, there is a farm
planted with palms, green
grasses, to form arefreshing
feeling especially with

the surrounding standing
stones. The best area to
view was to go down to the
bottom ofit.

Mosques:

Jeddah being close to
Mekka and Medina, the
2nd successor Omar bin Al
Kattab ordered to construct
many mosques. Shafi’s
mosque is the oldest and
was built from teak that
was brought from Sudan.
Although the building has
changed through centuries,
but the mosque’s minaret
age 1s about 900 years old.
It also includes a school
which is 500 years old. The
green and white dome with
green endings and awooden
balcony are an example of
Hijazi 's decorations.

Some of the examples of
the mosques that still exist
are Othaman bin Affan
mosque, Al Hanfi mosque,
Maghribi  mosque and
Basha mosque.




he visit to the city Jeddah

in Saudi Arabia was full
of excitement and excellent
discoveries never expected
by the visitor. We used to
pass to Jeddah on our way
to Haramain. But this time
it was different. The start
of our journey was to the
beautiful Jeddah Beach that
provides all excitement and
enjoyment for all visitors. In
addition, the big commercial
and tourist projects which
arc established on Jeddah’s
beach were attractive for
families of different ages.

The original name of
Madhloom’s quarter goes
back to a man who was
sentenced to death in 1719
before  accusation  was
confirmed. The story says,
after execution his blood flew
on the sand to form (Innocent)
and later this story became a
sample of the quarter. The
country is a network of paths

of which each reflects its
tasks, such as, Al Attareen-
where traditional perfumes
are sold. Unfortunately, one
of the paths does not exist
anymore, it was called
«Ehdinni’s path». The path
was zigzag and narrow to
such an extent that it allows
only one person to get into
it. The architectural design
of Jeddah is distinguished by
businessmen houses of 19™
Century. The old buildings in
Jeddah are tall and elegantly
built from corals and
limestone and are decorated
with facedaes made from
Indian Sag and beautiful jawi
which supplies ventilation for
houses as well as a shadow
for the narrow streets.

For a long time, Jeddah
was composed of an area
of 1 km2 inside the city’s
wall, the historical quarter
which Jeddah was named
for 1s composed of four main
quarters; Sham in south,

Yamen in north, Madhloom

in west & Bahar in east.

In 1990, rehabilitation work
started and was managed by
the Management of Historical
Regional Protection which
aims at protection of the
city>s buildings and heritage.
The management has more
than 50 employees organizing
the excavation, tours, civil
search. As a matter of fact,
Jeddah with its big market
of narrow lane is almost
similar to Mutrah market
and its buildings. At a glance,
Jeddah looks like, as if you are
touring around Nizwa or 1zki
or any other Omani quarters
in the Sultanate. Bait Naseef
is one of the landmarks of
Jeddah containing 15-rooms
in seven stores. It became
very famous when it was
resided by Abdula Aziz- May
his soul rest in peace. It was
built by Omar Afandi, his
Engineer was a well reputed
and skilled person who was
called (Al Ashra) because
of his quality of work and
as there were more than 10
people working with him.
